DEADLINE FOR SCHOOL LUNCH CHANGES IS 12.00PM ON MONDAY 14™ DECEMBER 2020

The cost of a school lunch is £2.30 per day. The total cost for the Spring Term is as follows:

If your child would like Full School Lunches (5 days per week) then the cost will be £131.10 (57 lunches).
If your child would like Spring Special Lunches (Wednesday and Fridays only) the cost will be £52.90 (23
lunches).

Please let me know by 12.00pm on Monday 14" December at the latest if you are planning to make any
changes to your child’s lunch pattern. It is ESSENTIAL that you advise us of a change from school dinner to
packed lunch as failure to do so will result in you still being charged for school dinners until it is brought
to our attention.

Payments can only be made online via ParentPay. Please ensure that you make a payment into your
child’s lunch account before 5™ January 2021. Ildeally, this should be sufficient to cover at least one
month’s meals (i.e. approx. £50). The money that you pay into your account reduces on a daily basis as
each lunch is taken so you will be able to calculate when your account needs to be topped up. You can
also check at any time to see whether you need to top up your child’s account. Your child’s lunch
account must remain in credit at all times. Any credit left at the end of term resulting from absences will
be carried forward to the next term.

If you are changing your child’s meal pattern, please send an email by 12.00pm on Monday 14
December at the latest to schoollunches@stdunstans.sutton.sch.uk.

If | do not hear from you by 12.00pm on Monday 14" December, | will assume that your child will
continue with their existing meal arrangements.
